Company Background 
 
The Center of Excellence for Hazardous Materials Management (CEHMM) is an organization 
involved in research and development in southeastern New Mexico.  CEHMM operates as a 
501(c)(3) non-profit organization.  CEHMM is dedicated to improving wildlife habitat with 
holistic management approaches that not only benefit two particular species of concern, the 
lesser prairie-chicken (Tympanuchus pallidicinctus) (LPC) and the dunes sagebrush lizard 
(Sceloporus arenicolus) (DSL) but also provides environmental enhancements that are beneficial 
to all organisms in those habitats.  
 
Project Description 
 
This RFP is to solicit proposals for the control of invasive brush species in Lesser Prairie 
Chicken and Dunes Sagebrush Lizard habitat.  The method of application of the herbicide will be 
a basal treatment on mesquite. 
 
Scope of Work 
 
The Contractor shall furnish all labor, equipment, herbicide, and other supplies for the basal 
treatment of mesquite to control encroachment into Lesser Prairie Chicken and Dunes Sagebrush 
Lizard habitat by applying Elite Premier with dye and Remedy Ultra in a 3:1 ratio. 
 
Submission Requirements 
 
Bidder will submit qualifications and past experience with similar projects. In addition, bidder 
must provide detailed budget based on cost per acre.  A map of the location and acreage of the 
proposed work is attached to assist bidder in determining costs.  
 
Assumptions and Agreements 
 
The contractor will: 
 

• be licensed to apply herbicides in the State of New Mexico and comply with all 
applicable laws/regulations. 

• purchase and secure the specified chemicals and maintain purchase records. 
• apply only the specified chemicals and follow all label requirements and restrictions. 
• provide their own liability, auto, and workman’s comp insurance. 
• provide their own on-site safety oversight and all personal protection equipment. 
• be responsible for disposal of waste in accordance with laws and regulations. 
• provide all chemicals, materials, and equipment necessary. 
• monitor for bird nests and not treat with chemicals any mesquite that contains an active 

nest.  
 
Field activities are expected to be complete within one calendar year from funded award date.
